Sunproofing Summer Camp

othing can ruin a week at summer camp faster
Nthan a sunburn. So when you are helping your
child pack for camp, the first thing to put in
his backpack is a bottle of sunscreen.

The American Camp Association provides tips from
Linda Ebner Erceg, executive director of the
Association of Camp Nurses, to help families brush up
on sun safety:

4 Children should wear a sunscreen for minimum
protection. Most experts recommend SPF 30, however
some professionals do recommend using SPF with min-
imum coverage of 45.

¢ Provide your child with clothing options that pro-
tect from harmful rays -- a hat with at least a four-inch
brim that circles the head or a flap that covers the neck.

¢ Use UV-rated sunglasses. Overexposure to UV
rays may cause glaucoma.

¢ Cloudy days are not exempt. Remember to wear
sunscreen and take precautions even when the sun isn’t
shining brightly.

¢ Remember, sunburn is preventable. Taking pre-
ventive measures will help you and your children have
a safe and happy summer outdoors.

ne of the toughest decisions working parents
Oface is daycare. Who is best qualified to care
for my children?

The Kentucky Cabinet for Health and Family Services
wants to make that decision easier with “STARS for
Kids Now.” The voluntary program allows child-care
providers to be ranked by meeting certain quality indi-
cators that exceed state licensing minimums.

Child-care providers can earn STARS according to the
following criteria.

@ The child-care program owner/director has com-
pleted an evaluation of the program using a nationally
standardized tool, the Environmental Rating Scale
(ERS) (by Harms, Cryer and Clifford).

¢ Program develops annual improvement plan based
on previous ERS score.

@ Parents can participate in family involvement activ-
ities.

Parents can search the STARS for Kids Now database
to see how child care providers rate. If your provider is
not listed, you can download a list of criteria to help
you decide if the program meets the standards you
require.
